I. Teaching & Instruction
Teaching Portfolio with general statements of Teaching Philosophy/Strategy, students Advisory Report, full Microeconomics course delivery package, including innovative & creative elements, such as, self designed web site and training excel worksheets, as well as course results and students’ feedback, including ideas on further improvements.
II. Research/Publications & Professional Development
Publication activities were centered over text-book writing, with the only exclusion of the request from India (ICFAI) to reprint my earlier paper with Dr. Nizar.  Workshops/Seminars attended were mostly those offered by the Skyline.  Within this year I joined several international professional organizations.  Membership in MEEA (Middle-East Economic Association) is still pending on negotiations between myself, Dr. Ashoka, management and MEEA.
III. College & Community Services
I am a permanent member of two committees (Faculty Development Program, Educational Quality Unit) and co-opted into two more (Institutional Effectiveness (Peer Review), Faculty Evaluation) and an editing advisor for the Skyline Business Journal.  Take part in some extracurricular activities, such as Bash & Cross-Fire, actively contribute to improvement of the college (see academic meetings minutes), write articles for the Skyline Newsline.  This year participated in development of the MBA program, was rewarded for students’ development.  Constantly and currently work on revision of economic courses.  Made several attempts to connect Skyline with local Armenian community in Sharjah, so far unsuccessful.
